Please come and join us as we gather in the Lord’s Name and release ourselves
to Him in song and praise. A member among our congregation will share their testimony of faith. There is also
a special time for those who desire to come forward to receive a laying on of hands for special prayer and
healing.

Please join us for all our activities at Christ Church to help make your Lenten journey a joyous and transform-
ing one.

Have You Seen Jesus My Lord?

Have you seen Jesus my Lord?
He's here in plain view

Take a look open your eyes
He'll show it to you

This is the chorus to a beloved modern Christian
song. If you don’t know it, ask around at Christ
Church and you will quickly find someone who does.
They will probably grab you in their arms, start
singing it, and sway in motion, inviting everyone else
close by to join. Have you seen Jesus my Lord? He’s
here in plain view. Take a look, open your eyes. He'll
show it to you. What does this mean to us as mem-
bers of the local church? Well, one category for
church ministries is called “outreach and diocesan”.
Translated, in general terms, is how do we reach out
to others and how are we part of the larger Episcopal
Church.

Bishop’s committee’s, vestry, ministers, stewardship
campaigns, etc. are all very good at asking for mem-
bers to participate. That will come later and not in
the way you think. First, have you seen Jesus my
Lord? He’s here in plain view. Where have you seen
Jesus? Yes, probably in Church with the altar, the
Cross, Eucharist, and so on. But, have you seen him
at the grocery store, the neighborhood school, maybe
while driving? Even more important, have you
recognized when Jesus used you to reveal Himself to
others. Maybe you were just thinking of someone
and gave them a call and it happened to be a fortu-
itous moment (big word for “by chance”) that God
happened to author. These moments actually occur
fairly frequently at Christ Church. “Why, do you
remember the time sister so and so, or brother so and
so, did or said the right thing at the right time. Why
that blessed me so much that they just don’t know”.

Bruce and the Bishop’s committee would like to
know where the people of Christ Church bring Christ
in order to better enable all of us to be effective
ministers of the Good News of Jesus Christ. This will
not require ordination, unction’s, collars, or wearing
large crosses around your necks. We will be asking
you to fill out a survey telling us where you are
involved outside of the church. Boy Scouts, Girl
Scouts, Hill Country Ministry, visiting a nursing
home, PTA, visiting people, wherever you have seen
Jesus my Lord. Do you pick neighborhood kids up

from school because you have time and the other
parents don't? Are you one of the ones who calls and
stays in touch with people who are shut-in’s and pray
for these people? There are people at Christ Church
called to go into prison, called to go to Central
America, called to serve at Christ Church Sunday
School. People here are active in Cancer Societies,
health causes, and community activities. The com-
monality is that God has called them as much to each
of these as to an Albert Schweitzer to go to Africa.
We are asking you where do you feel Jesus is calling
you?

Matt 28:18-20

And Jesus came up and spoke to them, saying, “All
authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth.
“Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations,
baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son
and the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I

commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to

the end of the age.”

This passage is called the Great Commission where
Jesus sends out the disciples. One problem though is
that this isn't a call to seminary or the mission field (at
least for most people). The part in verse 19 which
says “Go therefore” can be translated “as you are
going”, as in going to the grocery store, taking the
kids to school, calmly and sanely driving on 183,
helping in the community, and on and on. 1 Peter
2:9 says: “But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a
holy nation, a people for God'’s own possession, that you
may proclaim the excellencies of Him who has called you
out of darkness into His marvelous light.” That is not
Bruce, but each one of us.

Every 40 days a leap out of time

Is 40 days the time frame of transformation? In the Bible, it was a period of trial, probation or a transitory period.
Whenever He was making big changes, 40 was always the amount of days or years necessary in order for change to
occur. Jesus prayed in the desert for 40 days, the Great Flood lasted 40 days, the Israelites wandered in the desert for
40 years, Moses and Elijah both spent 40 days on top of Mt. Sinai, the Lenten season lasts 40 days, the gestation of a
human being is 40 weeks. For all you astronomy and math fans out there (and you know who your are) the follow-
ing is an excerpt from www.creation-answers.com and is one way astronomers view the importance of 40 day cycles.

The rate of the solar year can quite perfectly be correlated to a fixed count of the other day units (a number of “annual
days”) using a calendar count of 9 years—as is diagrammed below.

This ultimately means that—through the time track of an unbroken cycle of 40 days—a fixed count of annual days or
calendar days (356 days) can always be counted out in correspondence with each passing year cycle.

The following diagram attempts to show that a fixed number of solar-day units can effectively be correlated to the rate
of each passing solar year. This correlation or cross-reference only requires that each passing 40th day (9.131055 days
per year on average) always be counted apart from all of the other days (or those days counted as annual days or
calendar days).
