








   You overhear many conversations walking around a track 
all night long and this one stood out most of all during the 
American Cancer Society’s Relay For Life event at Running 
Brushy Middle School April 18-19. It was just after midnight 
and a teenage girl was calling a friend on her cellphone. The 
friend wasn’t answering apparently and the girl was leaving 
an excited message: “You’ll never guess where I am. They are 
having a Relay For Life in Leander! I’m walking right now. It’s 
not like the one we did in Chicago. It’s much smaller, but it is 
alot of fun. I wish you were here. Call me as soon as you get 
this message.”
   Some 53 teams from across Cedar Park and Leander took 
turns walking the track from 7 p.m. to 7 a.m. to raise money 
and cancer awareness for the American Cancer Society. Our 
Christ Episcopal Church team raised nearly $1,100 and the 
event as a whole raised more than $38,000. The proceeds are 
used to fund cancer research as well as provide cancer preven-
tion and education programs and patient services. In addition 
to our Relay Team, many cancer survivors from our church 
participated in the survivor lap which kicks off the event.
    I don’t know how many miles were covered during this 
relay. It seems more important just to make it to the dawn. 
That is the hope for cancer survivors, just to make it to a new 
day to see what it brings. They should know there are many 
people pulling for them, like the girl on the cellphone, gladly 
raising funds and walking all night for a good cause. With 
that kind of spirit, tomorrow is looking better all the time.

Vestry Highlights:
   The CEC vestry in April discussed possibilities for expand-
ing the Kid’s Kingdom space in the education building dur-
ing its regular monthly meeting. No formal action was taken, 
but the vestry will consider options to better serve the needs 
of the J2A kids in the Kid’s Kingdom.
   Also at the vestry meeting, a travel reimbursement was 
approved for Father Sid Gervais, who volunteers his time to 
serve CEC in assisting in Sunday worship, leading an adult 
education class and prayer ministry and in many other ways.
   The buildings and grounds committee was given permis-
sion to price out a new freezer for parish events and agreed 
to move the regular monthly meeting to the last Tuesday of 
every month.
   In May, the vestry will listen to a presentation from St. 
Christopher’s to form a five church alliance to aid in apply-
ing for grants to build outreach buildings in the Honduras. 
CEC church participates in an annual medical mission to the 
Honduras to provide assistance to those in need.
